BACKGROUND/HISTORY:

The Provincial Government under the leadership of former Premier Jason Kenney were
investigating the potential of terminating the policing contract with the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police and establishing a Provincial Police Force. Although there hasn't been
much public movement in this regard since Premier Kenney stepped down, it may still be
a consideration of the United Conservative Party. A local resident recently contacted
Mayor Anderberg regarding a social media website that municipalities may consider
signing to indicate their support for the RCMP to remain the official police force of
Alberta. The title of the site is: KeepAlbertaRCMP. There is a list of 100 municipalities who
have indicated their support to date.

Town Council has provided support in the past by way of a letter sent to the province and
in person meetings with the local and provincial RCMP representatives.

That Council for the Town of Pincher Creek direct administration to send a letter to the
Premier, and to the Solicitor General indicating the Town's support for the RCMP to
remain as Alberta's police force.

Notes: All deer observed in and adjacent to town were mule deer. Agricultural fields east of Pincher or
west of the west entrance off the 507 were not searched. Groups within Town owned lands around
Walmart were observed for deer.

Several bucks have lost their antlers already, which indicates a reduced body condition early in the
winter.

Caveats: no properties were searched on foot. Only observations from a vehicle were completed.
